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COMPLAINT ISSUES: 
 
Whether the Evansville-Vanderburgh-Posey Cooperative and the Evansville-Vanderburgh School Corporation 
violated: 
 

511 IAC 7-27-3 by failing to ensure that the student’s case conference committee (CCC) included the 
appropriate participants. 

 
FINDINGS OF FACT: 
 

1. The Student, 17 years old, has been identified as having an emotional disability and a learning 
disability, and has been determined eligible for special education and related services. 

 
2. On or about April 6, 2006, the Director of Special Education was contacted by the Complainant 

regarding the School’s need to provide instruction for the Student, who had just been released from a 
juvenile detention facility after about a year and a half.  The School had not been informed previously 
of the Student’s release.  The Director contacted the Special Education Coordinator to have him set up 
the CCC meeting as soon as possible.  The meeting was scheduled for April 10, 2006. 

 
3. Prior to the Student’s incarceration, he received instruction in a self-contained classroom since he was 

in middle school (he is currently in the tenth grade).  The School has no documentation of whether the 
Student received instruction solely with other students with disabilities while in the juvenile facility.  The 
School acknowledged that the Student was taught in the general curriculum with special education 
support, and that it would attempt to integrate him into an inclusive school environment at the 
beginning of the next school year. 

 
4. The Complainant requested that the principal from the Student’s former school attend the CCC 

meeting.  The principal of the facility was contacted by the Coordinator, but was unavailable for the 
CCC meeting. 

 
5. The participants at the April 10, 2006, CCC meeting were the Teacher of Record, the Coordinator, and 

the Complainant.  They decided that the Student would receive homebound instruction in social 
studies, mathematics, and language arts for the remainder of the school year, and that the CCC would 
reconvene at the beginning of the 2006-2007 school year to evaluate how services would be delivered 
to the Student. 

 
CONCLUSIONS: 
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Finding of Fact #3 indicates that the Student had previously been receiving instruction in the general 
curriculum, and that the School planned to integrate the Student into an inclusive school environment at the 
beginning of the next school year.  These facts called for the participation of a general education teacher at the 
CCC meeting on April 10, 2006.  Therefore, a violation of 511 IAC 7-27-3 is found. 
 
The Department of Education, Division of Exceptional Learners, requires no corrective action based on 
the Findings of Fact and Conclusions listed above. 
 
The Evansville-Vanderburgh-Posey Cooperative and the Evansville-Vanderburgh School Corporation shall: 
 
Reconvene the Student’s CCC prior to the start of the 2006-2007 school year as planned, ensuring the 
participation of the required people, including the general education teacher.  Provide a copy of the CCC report 
and a list of participants to the Division by August 25, 2006. 
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
